Challenges 
The use of the space has caused 
great damage to the wetland in both 
its coastal and intermediary sections.
It is currently used for:

Poor hydraulic management of the 
estuary in its urban and coastal 
sections, which has generated:

Extraction of resources in areas of 
high ecological value.
In the western section of the estuary, there is 
evidence of illegal extraction of gravel and sand, 
as well as people living illegally.

The risk of tsunamis and floods, worsened 
by climate change, puts citizens using the 
space in danger.

A plan for the progressive recovery of the 
wetland riverbed, discouraging the use of vehicles 
and limiting the commercial use of the land.

Planning of the Urban Wetland Park project, in 
collaboration with Pontifica Católica University 
of Valparaíso.

Options for financing for the construction of 
the future Urban Wetland Park.
